Highest Hazards In the Area

• Alcohol related incidents

• Zero Tolerance !

• POV Accidents; Some of the most dangerous roads in Europe

• B299 and 2166; but there are others

• Excessive speed and lack of attention; improper passing

• Parking lots; backing accidents and excessive speed

• Weather related; visibility, snow and ice combined with speed

• Tank Trails: Speed, Wild Animals, Black Ice, Intersections
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Dangerous Roads

0.05 - 0.08% BAC  = DUI

• 500.00 Euro Fine

• 30 day license suspension

0.08% and above  = DWI

• 750.00 Euro fine or more

• Permanent loss of license

• Jail time

0.03 + accident = Loss of license

Dangerous Vehicles in the “Battle Space”

• Planting and Harvest Seasons; Slow driving on the roads

risk during specific periods

• Tank trails have both military and 

civilian traffic; speed limit is 60km 

in most places

• Training Units march on the sides 

of the tank trails

Other Hazards

• Wild Life crossing the roads; 

Deer and Boar

• Black Ice; especially in shaded 

areas

• Tank Trail intersections

• High Traffic Volumes during PT 

and end of the duty day

Wheeled Sports

• Inline Skates, Skateboards, Scooters

• Only on Sidewalks, Skateboard parks, or Private 

driveway

• No public roads or places of business

• Wear light-colored clothing or reflective accessories

• Wear safety gear
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• DOD Helmet regulation (on & off post).

• Bicycle meets German safety laws (lights).

• Should wear a reflective safety vest, or reflective tape 

on clothing during periods of limited visibility. 

• Use of headphones with radio, or digital audio players 

while on the roadway is prohibited.

• Drinking and cycling is prohibited and treated as a DUI

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U.S. ARMY GARRISON GRAFENWOEHR

• Ensure PT formations are properly marked with reflective 

gear and lighting for dark periods

• Running with head phones is not authorized

• Off post PT should be limited for formations and is 

dangerous in areas around the gates and through towns

• Road March formations must ensure that reflective gear 

is visible to motorist; difficult to see especially in dark 

periods during the winter; flashlights or chemlights are 

required

• Road March formations should stay off main roads and 

use only approved foot paths; Tank Trail is unauthorized 

for all physical activities
