 Example: Sealing agent for vehicle body work parts / windows, cavity seal, under seal

• Flammable 
• Harmful to health/noxious after inhalation, swallowing and contact to skin  
• Causes irritations to skin and respiratory tract 
 

 

 

       Protective Measures and Behaviour Rules   
      

 

• During use wear safety goggles and protective gloves 
• Avoid contact with eyes and skin  
• Keep away from ignition sources – do not smoke  
• Keep container tightly closed if not in use 
• Only use in well ventilated areas 
 

 

 

  Behavior in Danger Situations   
      

 

• Accidental release: Use adsorbent for cleaning of spillages/leakages of 
liquids (Spill Kit!), put contaminated adsorbent into designated waste 
container 

• Provide adequate ventilation to area where spill occurred

• After eye contact: Immediately flush thoroughly with plenty of water for at 
least 10 minutes, contact eye specialist 

• After skin contact: Immediately wash with water and soap thoroughly, 
immediately take off contaminated clothes 

• After inhalation: Remove to fresh air 
• After swallowing: Rinse mouth thoroughly and then drink plenty of water, 

immediately get medical attention
